Information Services claims for the month of May 2016 were reported. Member Wells
moved to approve the May 2016 claims for the Information Services Department in the
amount of $8,797.26, Member Padilla seconded, all were in favor and motion carried.

Ms. Rathjen updated the Committee on Information Services activities for the month of May.
Two tons of electronics were removed for $100.00. Monitors are the only remaining items
and the Maintenance Department will be disposing of those at Eagle Recycling. The new
part-time employee Esteban Lopez, started May 21*. Notice was received by Ms. Rathjen
that the end of life for Fundware, our accounting software system, is December 31, 2017.
Working backwards, that would require implementation of a new system by July 1, 2017
which would require funding to be included in the FY17 budget. The software for the
Sheriff’s squad car iPad use is expected to be available December 2016. There was an issue
with the imaging system in the Circuit Clerk’s Office which is being rectified with the
software vendor by the IS Department. Competitive bids will be sought for replacement of
the AFIS machine and the panic alarm system. Ms. Rathjen is waiting to hear back from the
UPS vendor.

Under the Legislative Report, Ms. Gillaspie distributed and reviewed legislative items (on
file). Member Brandau moved to request the County Board authorize sending a letter to
legislators regarding support for revising HB 6585 and SB 3435 and then passage of same,
Member Parsons seconded, all were in favor and motion carried (attached).

The next UCCI meeting will be held on July 25, 2016 and the U of I seminar if July 26, 2016.

There was no Old Business.

Under New Business, Barb Link reviewed the Election Judge Certification list. Member
Wells moved to recommend the County Board place on file the appointment and certification
of'the election judge list, Member Hillman seconded, all were in favor and motion carried
(list to be included in County Board packet).
